Since its launch in
2000 Science on Stage has reached about
40.000 teachers and teacher trainers in 26 Eu-
ropean countries and Canada. A network of na-
tional steering committees in these countries
provides the interface to their science teaching
communities. These steering committees or-
ganise national activities for teachers and se-
lect the teachers who represent each country
at the European Science on Stage festivals.

The festival, hosted every two years in a differ-
ent country, is the culmination of national
events in the participating countries. Following
the festivals the ideas are cascaded through-
out participating countries and participants
have the opportunity to work together and de-
velop their teaching skills.
