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The changes in the expectation of society towards physics education (relevant physics for everyone to be able to live in the modern world), the future reduction in the number of physics lessons in a week, the world-wide occurrence of turning away from physics give reason for the need for material and methods suitable for our altered world. It is important for students to learn about everyday events in physics lessons in a way which is full of with experiments offering the opportunity for getting direct observation and experience using  both modern high-tech devices and simple everyday objects and toys.



Introducing modern technology to physics lessons we can use sensors which can be met by anybody in real life also. A rain-sensor can be developed based on a simple idea using only simple matter. Teaching electric resistance the material can be supported with a device (a  simple direct current amplifier and a short text drawn with graphic pencil), which helps us reassure that physics "conducts". Laser-pointers can be well adapted for spectacular physics experiments, for example for a simple device based on a laser-pointer which can transmit sound for hundreds of meters. Besides modern technology we must not forget those simple subjects and tools which can be found in every household and can be used - with some ideas and tricks - for changing our physics lessons for a show. Tins in love, unburnable paper-money, electric "candles" and Heki, the famous dog of professor Öveges József or some traditional Hungarian toys wake up students' inherent curiosity and make them think and work. 


Modern technology, lasers, everyday subjects and toys are all suitable for making students interested in physics. Perhaps after these experiments even students will accept that physics is mighty  as it is easy.
